The Board of Public Utilities of Kansas City, Kansas (aka BPU, We, Us, Our) met
remotely in Regular Session on Wednesday, March 17, 2021 at 6:00 P.M. The following
Board Members were on the teleconference: Robert L. Milan, President; Mary Gonzales, Vice
President; Rose Mulvany Henry, Secretary; Jeff Bryant, and Thomas Groneman, and Ryan
Eidson.

Also on teleconference: William Johnson, General Manager; Angela Lawson, Deputy
Chief Counsel; Lori Austin, Chief Financial Officer/Chief Administrative Officer; Steve
Green, Executive Director Water Operations; Johnetta Hinson, Executive Director Customer

Director Electric Production; Jerry Ohmes, Executive Director Electric Supply; Jerry Sullivan,
Chief Information Officer; David Mehlhaff, Chief Communications Officer, Robert Kamp, IT
Project Manager; Dennis Dumovich, Director of Human Resources; Andrew Ferris, Director
Electric Supply Planning; Chris Stewart, Director Civil Engineering; Glen Brendel, Director
Electric Production Operations/Maintenance; Randy Otting, Director Accounting; and Patrice

A tape of this meeting is on file at the Board of Public Ultilities.

Mr. Milan called the Board Meeting to order at 6:00 P.M. He welcomed all that were
listening or viewing the meeting. He stated the COVID-19 pandemic had resulted in a State of
Emergency disaster declared by the Governor which made it necessary to conduct the meeting
using technology instead of in person. Those wishing to offer comments during the Visitors
Comments section could click on the raised hand feature at the bottom of the application or
window or press Star 9 and be connected by phone. As always, the public could email or call
the BPU with any concerns. The Agenda could be found on the BPU website. If they were
using Zoom, it would appear on their screen. Mr. Milan introduced himself and the other
Board Members along with the General Manager, and Legal Counsel.

Roll call was taken and all Board Members were present via teleconference.

Item #3 — Approval of Amended Agenda

A motion was made to approve the Amended Agenda by Mr. Bryant, seconded by Ms.
Gonzales, and unanimously carried.
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Item #4 — Approval of the Work Session Minutes

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the Work Session of March 3, 2021 by
Ms. Gonzales, seconded by Mr. Eidson, and unanimously carried.

Item #5 — Approval of Regular Session Minutes

A motion was made to approve the minutes of the Regular Session of March 3, 2021 by
Mr. Groneman, seconded by Mr. Bryant, and unanimously carried.

Item #6 — Public Comments

Mr. William Johnson, General Manager, asked Mr. Robert Kamp, IT Project Manager,
if there were any visitors wishing to speak.

Mr. Kamp said that no one had their hand raised via teleconference.

Item #7 — General Manager / Staff Reports

1.  COVID-19 Update: Mr. Johnson, gave an update on company COVID-19 matters.

1. State Legislative Update: Mr. David Mehlhaff, Chief Communications Officer,
updated the Board on Senate Bill 167, which would allow certain public utility
vehicles to be authorized as emergency vehicles. That bill was passed. He also
informed the Board that written testimony had been submitted regarding House Bill
2429. The bill would create a low-interest loan program from which a city could
borrow from the State in order to cover costs related to the extreme weather crisis
which occurred in February. That legislation was signed by Governor Kelly.

Mr. Mehlhaff introduced Ms. Kimberly Svaty of Gencur Svaty Public Affairs who
updated the Board on key issues pertaining to utilities in the State House including the
following:

e Energy Choice - This bill would prohibit municipalities from imposing
restrictions on customers’ use of energy based on its source. The bill was
introduced in response to more than 40 cities proposing to ban the use of
natural gas in new residential and commercial construction.
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e Electrical Vehicle (EV) Charging - This bill would allow for EV charging
stations not be considered public utilities if the business where they were
located charged for power.

e Transmission Line Siting — This bill would create an additional element in
transmission siting process for a city with more than 300,000 individuals.
Currently the bill only affects the city of Wichita.

e Securitization — SB 245 would allow Evergy to issue bonds to retire older
generating units. There was an addition made to the bill that would allow for
the investor owned natural gas utilities who had gone to the private market to
securitize the extraordinary costs associated with the February weather
emergency. It was a necessary tool needed for natural gas and in some cases
electric customers in Kansas to deal with the financial aftermath of the weather
event so that it wouldn’t create economic and financial hardship for residential,
commercial, or industrial customers.

Ms. Svaty addressed questions from the Board.

Public Hearing - KDHE Water Supply Loan: Ms. Kathy Peters, Kutak Rock LLP,
explained that before the water loan could be granted by the Kansas Department of
Health and Environment (KDHE), a public hearing was required. Notice of the public
hearing had been placed in the Wyandotte Echo and Kansas City Star more than 30
days ago. Mr. Chris Stewart, Director Civil Engineering, reviewed the projects and the
proposed water loan financing for the public, the Board, and staff (see attached).

Mr. Milan asked for a motion to open the KDHE Water Supply Loan Public Hearing.

A motion was made to open the KDHE Water Supply Loan Public Hearing by Mr.
Bryant, seconded by Ms. Gonzales and unanimously carried.

Mr. Kamp said that no one had their hand raised via teleconference.
A motion was made to approve Resolution #5260, authorizing the completion of an
application to the Kansas Department of Health and Environment regarding a loan

from the Kansas Public Water Supply Fund, by Ms. Gonzales, seconded by Mr.
Eidson, and unanimously carried.
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A motion was made to close the KDHE Water Supply Loan Public Hearing by Ms.
Gonzales, seconded by Mr. Bryant, and unanimously carried.

Energy Rate Component: Lori Austin, Chief Financial Officer/Chief Administrative
Officer, gave a PowerPoint presentation reviewing our Energy Rate Component
(ERC). The ERC represented the BPU’s projected cost of fuel used to generate
electricity and the cost of power that must be purchased from the market to meet our
load. All of our energy was called on by Southwest Power Pool (SPP) to support the
grid. We purchased back what we need to support our load. The 2020 COVID-19
situation and the February 2021 Cold Weather Event resulted in an ERC
overcollection. Ms. Austin explained the overcollection and reconciliation (see
attached).

Ms. Austin and Mr. Andrew Ferris, Director Electric Supply Planning, answered
questions from the Board.

Nearman Plant Spring Outage: Mr. Glen Brendel, Director Electric Production
Operations/Maintenance gave a PowerPoint presentation to review the upcoming

Spring outage scheduled for the Nearman Power Plant (see attached).

Mr. Brendel addressed comments from the Board.

Item #8 — Board Comments

Mr. Eidson thanked all for their presentations. He asked Mr. Johnson and Mr.

Dumovich how the union contract was coming along.

Mr. Dumovich said that they had presented a counter-proposal and that it was

currently under review by the union. Afterwards, a final draft of the agreement would be put
together, and after union approval it would be voted on.

Mr. Groneman thanked everyone for their presentations.
Mr. Bryant had no comments.
Ms. Gonzales echoed thanks and welcomed Mr. Brendel.

Ms. Mulvany Henry had no comments.
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Mr. Milan had no comments.

Item #9 — Adjourn

A motion was made to adjourn the meeting at 7:210 P.M. by Ms. Mulvany Henry,
seconded by Mr. Eidson, and carried unanimously.

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2021 KDHE Loan Information

The BPU serves about 52,800 water customers in a service area of approximately 154 square miles. This
service area includes Kansas City, Kansas; Edwardsville; southern Leavenworth County; parts of Bonner
Springs; and a small section of northern Johnson County. The BPU’s average daily gallons pumped were
approximately 26.9 and 27.5 million per day (MGD) in 2019 and 2018, respectively.

Water Processing Facilities

BPU utilizes the state-of-the-art Nearman Water Treatment Plant (the “NWTP”) which became fully
operational in May 2000. Located at 59" Street and Brenner Road in Kansas City, Kansas, the NWTP
draws water from an aquifer below the Missouri River via two horizontal collector wells. These wells are
each capable of supplying over 40 million gallons of raw water per day.

The NWTP is a conventional water treatment facility with a firm capacity of 54 MGD. The NWTP plant
layout can accommodate future expansion of up to 72 MGD, depending upon the future water quality
requirements. The peak amount of treated water in the last three years occurred in 2012 at 52 MGD.

Water Distribution Facilities

The water distribution system consists of a network of underground mains, reservoirs, and a series of
booster district systems. The water transmission network consists of 72.5 miles of primary and trunk lines
ranging in size from 24 to 48 inches. From these mains, water is delivered through a system of 900 miles
of secondary water mains. The BPU has approximately 19.5 million gallons of water stored in reservoirs
and elevated tanks at various locations. There are five booster-pumping stations, which increase water
pressure to higher elevations.

Future Water System Improvements Funded by KDHE Loan

In 2012, the BPU updated its Water Master Plan to review capital needs as an interim step before the next
major Master Plan. The 2012 update evaluated the previous Master Plan. At each Annual Budget, BPU
staff review the 5-Year Capital Plan for source, treatment, transmission and distribution capital
improvements. In addition, a Cost of Service Study was completed in 2019 with an updated capital
improvement plans identifying the key projects over the next 5 years that are listed below:

1. 7 Million Gallon Reservoir at Argentine Pump Station - $10 Million

A 7 MG ground water storage at the Argentine Pump Station is needed to replace a 12 MG reservoir that
was removed from service in 2010. The timeframe to initiate the design and construction is 2021 - 2023.
This project is necessary to provide adequate storage during short term interruptions at our Nearman Water
Treatment Plant and to avoid interruption of water supply to our Direct and Argentine pressure zones. This
benefits our inner and southern portions of the City including KU Hospital and Fairfax Industrial
Customers.

2. Water Main Replacement Program - $9 Million

BPU’s water distribution system has over 1000 miles of pipe. The older piping is deteriorating and is part
of an aging infrastructure that needs replacement. The first phase of the Main Replacement Program was
completed from 2014 — 2019 and funded 10 million dollars of piping improvements. The program has



been very successful in providing a reduction of water main breaks and the corresponding expenses to
repair breaks. The first phase of the program reduced breaks by an average of 70 breaks per year. The
funding level of $9 million will allow replacement of approximately 15 miles of pipe over a four-year
period. The timeframe to initiate the design and construction is 2021 - 2024,

Replacement of the pipe will enhance the following objectives:

e LEnsure water is safe to drink and maintain compliance with the Safe Drinking Water
regulations. Replacement will mitigate the potential for contamination.

e Improved flow characteristics with new and larger diameter pipelines will reduce
microbiological build up in the piping and ensure the water is safe to drink. Additionally, the
ability to fight fires and protect the community will enhance the objective to provide
sustainable resources for the community

e Older leaking pipes are a source of inefficient water use. This increases the cost to rate
payers through lost water and repair costs associated with the break. Improving the system
will reduce electricity by reducing the amount of water pumped in the system and reduce
unaccounted for water.

e In addition to securing a safe water supply, the replacement projects will improve
sustainability and land preservation and restoration by eliminating unnecessary waste of

water from water main breaks.

e Replace aging pipes that have numerous main breaks and end of useful life.

3. 24” Transmission Main- 90" and Parallel to 1435 & France Family Drive - $2 Million

This project is necessary to provide redundancy to an existing Transmission main which is over 50 years
old to avoid interruption of service to our western service area, including the Legends and Wholesale
customers. The transmission main will provide an additional main that supplies water to the elevated
tower at [-435 and Parallel. This is needed for redundancy to serve the area directly west of [-435 to
ensure system reliability and redundancy. The timeframe to initiate the design and construction is 2021 -
2023.

4. Water Treatment Plant and Pump Station Electrical Improvements - $1.5 Million

Improvements are needed to the Variable Frequency Drives and Electrical Switchgear at the NWTP,
Parallel Pump Station and Milan Pump Station. This equipment is vital to the operation of these facilities
in providing water to the distribution system. The equipment is no longer supported by the manufacturer
and consequently has reached useful life. The timeframe to initiate the design and construction is 2022 -
2023.

5. Replace 24-inch Main at 12t Street & Kansas River - $2.5 Million

This existing 24-inch transmission main is a restrained joint cast iron pipe installed in 1940 under the
Kansas River Channel. This transmission main is one of three major water main crossings of the Kansas
River that supplies drinking water to the entire service area south of the Kansas River. It also supplies a



major storage reservoir that provides gravity flow to the entire Direct system that is north of the river and
bounded on the west by 55" Street and east by State Line.

As part of the Levee project, BPU was notified by the Corp of Engineer representative that the Kansas
River in this reach of 12" street has degraded significantly since 1940 and therefore, the transmission
main at 12" street may be exposed in the channel. The Corps of Engineer sent BPU a previous
bathymetric survey providing the elevations of the river channel. To confirm the data, BPU hired Burns
and McDonnell to assist in engineering services and retain a company involved in underwater surveys

to complete a bathymetric survey, concentrating in the vicinity of the 24-inch pipeline. The survey used
multibeam and side scan sonar to determine if the pipeline was exposed. The report came back
confirming the channel has eroded significantly since the original installation and a large portion of the
main is exposed. As a follow up to the initial investigation, BPU retained an underwater contractor /
diving team with expertise inspecting, repairing and rehabilitating underwater facilities. The dive was
completed in mid-January 202! and the investigation determined the pipe was exposed and in some cases
the water main was undermined with 1 ft. to 2 ft. of separation from the river bed. The transmission main
will need to be replaced as soon as possible. The timeframe to initiate the design and construction is
2021 - 2023
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RESOLUTION NGO. 5260

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE COMPLETION OF AN
APPLICATION TO THE KANSAS DEPARTMENT OF HEALTH
AND ENVIRONMENT REGARDING A LOAN FROM THE
KANSAS PUBLIC WATER SUPPLY FUND,

WHEREAS, the Board of Public Utilities (the “BPU™) of the Unified Government of
Wyandotte County/Kansas City, Kansas (the “Unified Government”), an administrative agency of
the Unified Government, operates the Unified Government’s public water supply and distribution
system (the “System’); and

WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the BPU (the “BPU Governing Body”) has
heretofore determined it to be in the best needs of the customers of the System to undertake certain
modifications and improvements to the System, including (i) 7 MG Argentine Reservoir at an
estimated cost of $10,000,000, (ii) replace aging distribution mains at an estimated cost of
$9,000,000, (iii) transmission main from 90" and Parallel to [-435 and France Family Drive at an
estimated cost of $2,000,000, (iv) electrical improvements at Nearman Water Treatment Plant and
pumping stations at an estimated cost of $1,500,000 and (v) replace 24-inch main at 12% Street
and Kansas River at an estimated cost of $2,500,000 (collectively, the “Projects™), and to pay Loan
origination costs; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to K.S.A. 65-163c et seq. (the “Act™), the Kansas Department of
Health and Environment (“KDHE”) administers the Kansas Public Water Supply Fund (the
“Fund”) from which loans are made to certain qualified Municipalities (as said term is defined in
the Act) to finance modification and improvements to public water supply systems; and

WHEREAS, the BPU has heretofore made an application to KDHE for a loan in an
aggregate amount not to exceed $25,000,000 (the “Loan”) to finance the Projects; and

WHEREAS, the BPU Governing Body has conducted a public hearing this date on the
advisability of proceeding with the completion of the application for the Loan and desires to
authorize the appropriate officials of the BPU to accomplish the completion process.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE BOARD OF PUBLIC
UTILITIES OF THE UNIFIED GOVERNMENT OF WYANDOTTE COUNTY/KANSAS
CITY, KANSAS, AS FOLLOWS:

Section 1. Loan Application. The General Manager of the BPU is hereby authorized to
cause to be prepared and to execute a Loan Application ~ Part II, including all attachments thereto
(jointly, the “Application™), for each of the improvement projects comprising the Projects, in order
to provide financing for the Projects. The Application shall be forwarded to KDHE as soon as
possible.

Section 2. Further Proceedings. The President, Secretary, General Manager and other
officers and representatives of the BPU are hereby authorized and directed to take such other action
as may be necessary to complete the Application and to coordinate processing of a loan agreement
